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MINUTES OF THE HOUSE SELECT INVESTIGATING COMMITTEE
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Clark Shultz at 2:40 PM on Wednesday, March 14, 2012 in 142-S of the Capitol.

Chairman Shultz introduced the staff and committee members.  He gave a brief history of the two previous Investigating Committees in the 151 year history of the Kansas House of Representatives. 
The complaint was filed with the Chief Clerk and staff read the complaint.  There were two pieces to the complaint regarding the alleged act that took place on February 23, 2012.  A total of 26 House members signed the complaint.  (Attachment 1)  

The Chairman gave an overview of the rules and procedures the Committee will follow.  Mary Torrence, Revisor of Statutes, distributed copies of Article 49: Select Investigating Committee.  (Attachment 2)  The attachment details the establishment of the committee, the purpose and inquiry of the complaint, committee members and committee staff.  If necessary, the Chairman will set a hearing date.
Discussion followed from the Committee.  The Committee wanted to know if all the complainants would be testifying.  The Chairman did not anticipate that they would all testify.  The Committee wanted to know if the complaints specifically asked for one of the permissible results or does the Committee make that decision.  The Chairman indicated that the intent of the complaint is to follow the House rules and therefore, they are requesting the member be considered for reprimand censure, or expulsion.  Mary Torrence distributed definitions of censure and reprimand.  (Attachment 3)
The Committee requested and staff distributed a copy of the rules related to a select committee.  (Attachment 4)

The Chairman opened the floor for any motions.  After conferring with the Democratic members of the committee, Representative Pauls stated that the complainants should have the opportunity to be heard, so the Democratic members of the Committee will not be making a motion to dismiss at this time.  

The Chairman set a hearing for the complaint filed by Representative Donohoe et al, under Article 49 of the Rules of the Kansas House of Representatives for Thursday, March 15, 2012 at 2:30 PM in room 142-S of the Capitol.  

Susan Kannarr, Chief Clerk of the House of Representatives, distributed copies of the amendments presented by Representative Jim Ward.  (Attachment 5)  The Chairman asked if the computer system was up and running, if the amendment was scanned and was it available online.  Ms. Kannarr indicated that the amendment was not turned in prior to being offered.  Representative Ward went to the microphone and then handed it in.  The PDF file was created at 12:05:41 and within several minutes, it was available online.  It was adopted at 12:47:51.  The amendment was not ruled out of order.  Action was taken on the amendment on Thursday, February 23rd and the reconsider action was the next Wednesday, due to the break.  
The Chairman requested copies of the two complaints, reports from the Committee that met two years ago and any other documents that were needed for the hearing.  

The Chairman announced that the hearing would be Thursday, March 15, 2012, at 2:30 PM.  The complainants will have the opportunity to offer any further testimony or evidence that they desire.  Representative Ward will have the opportunity to respond and answer questions.
The next meeting is scheduled for March 15, 2012. 

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 3:20 PM.
