Same;	registration;	application	for	renewal;	duties	of	secretary.	(a)	Upon	receipt	of
an	application	for	registration	of	a	private	residence	as	an	adult	family	home	and
upon	certification	by	the	applicant	that	no	person	residing	therein	has	an	infectious	or
communicable	disease	or	health	condition,	the	secretary	shall	determine	the
suitability	of	the	residence	for	registration	as	an	adult	family	home.	If	the	secretary
