(b) For	the	purposes	of	K.S.A.	47-120	through	47-122,	and	amendments	thereto,
"livestock"	shall	mean	any	cattle,	bison,	swine,	sheep,	goats,	horses,	mules,
domesticated	deer,	camelids,	all	creatures	of	the	ratite	family	that	are	not	indigenous
to	this	state,	including,	but	not	limited	to,	ostriches,	emus	and	rheas,	and	any	other
animal	as	deemed	necessary	by	the	animal	health	commissioner	established	through
rules	and	regulations.
