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60-257. Declaratory judgment. This article governs the procedure for obtaining a
declaratory judgment under article 17 of this chapter. K.S.A. 60-238 and 60-239, and
amendments thereto, govern a demand for a jury trial. The existence of another
adequate remedy does not preclude a declaratory judgment that is otherwise
appropriate. The court may order a speedy hearing of a declaratory-judgment action.
