(4) the	proximity	and	availability	of	the	licensed	nurse	to	the	designated	unlicensed
person	when	the	selected	nursing	procedure	will	be	performed.
(b) As	used	in	this	section,	"supervision"	has	the	meaning	ascribed	to	such	term
under	subsection	(a)	of	K.S.A.	65-1136	and	amendments	thereto.
(c) This	section	shall	be	part	of	and	supplemental	to	the	Kansas	nurse	practice	act.
