which	is	not	located	as	specified	in	subsection	(b)	or	(c)	of	K.S.A.	68-2204,	and
amendments	thereto,	shall	be	screened,	if	feasible	and	if	federal	funds	are	available,
by	the	secretary	of	transportation	at	locations	on	the	highway	right-of-way	or	in	areas
acquired	for	such	purposes	outside	the	right-of-way	so	as	not	to	be	visible	from	the
main	traveled	way	of	such	highway.
