Same;	passenger	fees;	maintenance;	fuel	purchases;	fees	credited	to	motor	pool
service	fund.	(a)	The	driver	of	each	motor	vehicle	designated	for	use	in	the	state
vanpool	program	shall	charge	each	passenger	a	passenger	fee	in	an	amount	to	be
determined	for	each	vanpool	by	the	secretary	of	administration.	The	secretary	of
administration	shall	set	the	passenger	fee	for	each	vanpool	at	an	amount	that	enables
each	vanpool	to	be	self-supporting,	including,	but	not	limited	to,	all	operating,
servicing,	repair,	insurance,	vehicle	replacement	and	administrative	costs.	Within	six
days	of	the	first	of	each	month,	such	funds	shall	be	remitted	by	the	driver	to	the
department	of	administration.
(b) The	provision	of	maintenance	and	repair	services	shall	be	the	responsibility	of
the	state	motor	pool.	All	drivers	shall	be	responsible	for	arranging	for	necessary
maintenance	services	with	the	motor	pool.	All	drivers	shall	be	provided	with	state
credit	cards	for	the	purchase	of	fuel.
(c) The	secretary	of	administration	shall	remit	all	moneys	received	under	this	section
to	the	state	treasurer	in	accordance	with	the	provisions	of	K.S.A.	75-4215,	and
amendments	thereto.	Upon	receipt	of	each	such	remittance,	the	state	treasurer	shall
deposit	the	entire	amount	in	the	state	treasury	to	the	credit	of	the	motor	pool	service
fund.
