On November 16, 2006, because of the efforts of Frank Benteman and through the office of
Senator Pat Roberts, the names of the 32 men killed during World War Il were entered into the
Congressional Record. | think it is only fitting that we also honor these brave men by naming this section
of K-99 as the Frankfort Boys World War Il Memorial Highway.

The cost of the signs marking the highway, approximately $2,850 according to the Department
of Transportation, is to be paid for by the Frankfort community.
