Confirmation Hearing on the Reappointment of Shari Feist Albrecht, member of the Central
Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Commission

Chairman Ostmeyer opened the Confirmation Hearing on the Reappointment of Shari Feist
Albrecht, member of the Central Interstate L.ow-Level Radioactive Waste Commission.

Shari Feist Albrecht provided testimony that included a timeline for the Kansas KLLW. (Attachment 1)
She is an attorney with the Kansas Department of Health and Environment. She has been a Kansas
representative on the Central Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Commission (CIC) since 2009.
Kansas is a member with three other states: Arkansas, Louisiana and Oklahoma. Since the settlement of
the lawsuit against Nebraska in 2004, the CIC has resolved to downsize its operation and to forego
actively seeking a disposal site for low-level radioactive waste within the region. She stood for questions.

There being no further discussion, Chairman Ostmeyer called for final action. Senator Abrams made a
motion, seconded by Senator Francisco. to pass out favorably the Reappointment of Shari Feist
Albrecht, member of the Central Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Commission; motion
