Presentation on Kansas Statewide Broadband Initiatives
Stanley Adams, Broadband Planning Manager, Rural Development Division, Kansas Department 

of Commerce, spoke about the Broadband mapping and planning grant; their past efforts and their future 
plans.   The Department of Commerce has coordinated the state's broadband initiatives since 2009.  Their 
key areas of focus are economic development, health care, education and electronic governmental 
services.  He described the Kansas broadband landscape and noted two core underlying issues are being 
addressed by the broadband initiative:  1) availability and 2) adoption.  (Attachment 1)
