Update on 911
 Walter Way,  911 Coordinating Chairman, provided an update on the implementation of the Kansas 

911 Act.  The 911 Act represents a significant advance in the statutory and funding framework necessary to 
transition Kansas 911 Public Safety Answering Points (PSAP).  The 911Act created a 911 Coordinating 
Council comprised of 26 members.  The Coordinating Council has a number of broad statutory 
responsibilities that include monitoring the delivery of 911 services, developing strategies for future 
enhancements to the 911 system, and distribution of available grant funds to PSAPs.   (Attachment 2)
