Issues related to KCP&L Recent Rate Increase

Robert Kovar, Miami County resident, described the steps that led to his filing a formal complaint
with KCC regarding his rate increase from Kansas City Power & Light and the subsequent actions after
the filing. He discussed four areas where he felt there had been no consideration given to the customer.
