MR. CHAIRMAN:

I move to amend HB 2561, on page 1, following line 6, by inserting:

"Section 1. K.S.A. 2011 Supp. 12-17,160 is hereby amended to read as follows: 12-17,160. It
is hereby declared to be the purpose of this act to promote, stimulate and develop the general and
economic welfare of the state of Kansas and its communities and to assist in the development and
redevelopment of eligible areas within and without a city thereby promoting the general welfare of the
citizens of this state, by authorizing cities and counties to acquire certain property and to issue sales tax
and revenue (STAR) bonds for the financing of STAR bond projects as defined in K.S.A. 2011 Supp.
12-17,162, and amendments thereto. It is further found and declared that the powers conferred by this
act are for a public purpose and public use for which public money may be expended and-the-pewer-of
eminent-domain-may-be-exereised. The necessity in the public interest for the provisions of this act is
hereby declared as a matter of legislative determination.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2011 Supp. 12-17,172 is hereby amended to read as follows: 12-17,172. (a)

Any city or county which has adopted a STAR bond project plan in accordance with the provisions of

this act may purchase er-otherwise-aeguire real property in connection with such project plan. Hpen—=a
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- Any real property
acquired pursuant to this section that is sold, transferred or leased to a project developer for a specific
project shall be sold, transferred or leased to such developer on the condition that such property shall
be used only for that specific approved project. If the developer does not utilize the entire tract of the
real property acquired pursuant to this section that is sold, transferred or leased in accordance with the
STAR bond project plan, that portion of property not used shall not be sold, transferred or leased by the
developer to another developer party, but shall be deeded back to the city or county. If the developer
paid the city or county for the land, a percentage of the original purchase price paid to the city or
county which represents the percentage of the entire tract being deeded back to the city or county shall

be reimbursed to the developer upon the deeding of the property back to the city or county.
