Cities—Publication of Notices; Sub. for HB 2166

Sub. for HB 2166 allows cities to publish summaries of ordinances on the city website
provided that the publication is identified as a summary, notice is provided of where the
complete text is available, the city attorney has certified that the summary is accurate and
sufficient, and the ordinance is available for a minimum of one week after publication in the
newspaper. If the ordinance is subject to a protest petition, the summary must contain notice of
such.

The bill also corrects non-uniform language in the city ordinance statutes.
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
