
Kansas Open Records Act Exceptions; HB 2569

HB 2569 extends for five years exceptions to the Kansas Open Records Act that are set 
to expire July 1, 2012:

● Documents and records related to contract negotiations or civil proceedings of 
the Fort Scott/Bourbon County Riverfront Authority (KSA 12-5711);

● Certain DNA records maintained by the Kansas Bureau of Investigation (KSA 21-
2511);

● Fingerprints and photographs of juveniles taken into custody (KSA 38-2313);

● Kansas-issued criminal history records related to persons at child care facilities 
(KSA 65-516);

● Certain information furnished to the Kansas Lottery or the Kansas Racing and 
Gaming  Commission  relative  to  finances,  earnings,  or  revenue;  a  vendor's 
criminal record, family and background (KSA 74-8745); and information related to 
actions  enforcing  the  Kansas  Expanded  Lottery  Act  or  related  rules  and 
regulations or audits of gaming facilities (KSA 74-8752, 74-8772); and

● Information  received  by  the  Inspector  General  of  the  Kansas  Health  Policy 
Authority (now the Division of Health Care Finance at the Department of Health 
and Environment) related to any investigation or audit (KSA 75-7427).
