WHEREAS, Military children embody the community ideals of  
patriotism, loyalty, responsibility and courage: Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the State of Kansas: 
That we recognize the month of April as the month of the military child 
and congratulate and commend the military children of Kansas for the 
sacrifices they make, the challenges they overcome and the contributions 
they make to the state of Kansas; and
