Thank you for the opportunity to provide input on SB 163.  The Wichita Independent Business Association 

(WIBA) has represented Kansas businesses for 81 years.  WIBA membership ranges from the individual sole 

proprietor operating a home-based business to large corporations with thousands of employees.  WIBA has 

almost 700 member businesses from Wichita and throughout the state and represents more than 250 

industries.
