In accordance with KSA 75-3715a, the following fiscal note concerning SB 131 is
respectfully submitted to your committee.

SB 131 would authorize school districts to use capital outlay funds to maintain school
district property and equipment, following the adoption of a new capital outlay resolution.

According to the Kansas Department of Education, enactment of SB 131 would have no

fiscal effect on state aid payments to school districts. Any fiscal effect would be limited to
taxpayers in districts that would choose to authorize capital outlay funds in this manner.
