
Repealing Certain Joint Committees; Amending the Joint Committee on Special 
Claims Against the State; HB 2216

HB  2216 eliminates  the  following  joint  legislative  committees:  Arts  and  Cultural 
Resources;  Children’s  Issues;  Economic  Development;  Energy  and  Environmental  Policy; 
Health Policy Oversight; Legislative Educational Planning; and the KPERS Study Commission. 
In  addition,  the  Joint  Committee  on  Special  Claims  Against  the  State  is  reduced  from 13 
members to 7 and the number of required attorney members is reduced from 4 to 2.
