
Southeast Kansas Expanded Lottery Act Amendment; HB 2272

HB 2272 modifies the Kansas Expanded Lottery Act, addressing the southeast Kansas 
gaming zone and certain statutory requirements for a lottery gaming facility in that zone.

The bill  reduces the current  statutorily  defined minimum financial  requirements for  a 
destination-type casino in one gaming zone by lowering:

● The minimum investment in infrastructure for a facility in the southeast Kansas 
lottery gaming zone from $225.0 million to $50.0 million; and

● The required privilege fee for the lottery gaming facility manager of the facility in 
the southeast Kansas gaming zone from $25.0 million to $5.5 million.
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
