
Second Amendment Protection Act; SB 102

SB 102 establishes the Second Amendment Protection Act.

First, the bill excludes from federal regulation any personal firearm, firearm accessory, or 
ammunition manufactured commercially or privately and owned in Kansas. The bill provides that 
for as long as any such personal firearm, firearm accessory, or ammunition remains within the 
borders of Kansas, it is not subject to any federal law, regulation, or authority.

Second, the bill prevents any federal agent or contracted employee, any state employee, 
or  any local  authority  from enforcing  any federal  regulation  or  law governing any  personal 
firearm, firearm accessory, or ammunition manufactured commercially or privately and owned in 
Kansas,  provided  it  remains  within  the  borders  of  Kansas.  In  the  process  of  a  criminal 
prosecution, the bill precludes any arrest or detention prior to a trial for a violation of the Act. 

Finally,  the  bill  allows  a  county  or  district  attorney or  the  Attorney  General  to  seek 
injunctive relief in court to enjoin certain federal officials from enforcing federal law regarding a 
firearm, a firearm accessory, or ammunition that is manufactured commercially or privately and 
owned in the state of Kansas and that remains within the borders of Kansas. 
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
