
Native American Legislative Day at the Capitol, Native American Day, Awarding of 
Diplomas to Children in the Custody of an Indian Tribe; SB 111

SB 111 designates the first Wednesday of February 2014 and the first Wednesday of 
February each year thereafter as “Native American Legislative Day at the Capitol”  and also 
changes the title of  “American Indian Day” to “Native American Day,” which continues to be 
recognized on the fourth Saturday of September. 

The bill also adds children “in the custody of a federally recognized Indian tribe in this 
state” to the list of individuals awarded a high school diploma upon the completion of existing 
requirements. 
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
