In accordance with KSA 75-3715a, the following fiscal note concerning SB 119 is

respectfully submitted to your committee.

SB 119 would allow two exceptions for any person obtaining a chemigation permit as
administered through the Kansas Department of Agriculture (KDA.) A chemigation user’s
permit would not be required for a person who would only apply fertilizer or for a person who

has a current private pesticide applicator certificate.

The Department of Agriculture indicates that the passage of SB
revenue by $84,137 to the Chemigation Fee Fund. Of the 770 chemigation permits issued in FY
