
Uniform Controlled Substances Act—Adding Certain Drugs and Drug Classes to 
Schedules of Controlled Substances; Senate Sub. for HB 2018

Senate  Sub.  for  HB  2018 adds  several  additional  drugs  or  drug  classes  to  the 
schedules  of  controlled  substances  in  the  Uniform Controlled  Substances  Act  (UCSA)  and 
makes  other  technical  changes  to  the  UCSA.  Specifically,  the  bill  adds  an  opiate  drug,  a 
hallucinogenic  compound,  and  a  type  of  carboxamide  compound  to  schedule  I  and  adds 
eluxadoline to schedule IV. The bill clarifies the spelling of psilocyn throughout the UCSA.

The bill also amends the Kansas Healing Arts Act to add binge eating disorder to the list 
of disorders that may be treated with drugs designated as schedule II, III, or IV under the UCSA. 
In the same statute, the bill  updates the term “hyperkinesis” to “attention-deficit/hyperactivity 
disorder.”
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
