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Attached is a computer printout (SF16-150) which compares the supplemental general (local option
budget) state aid under the block grant law with the school finance law prior to the 2014-15 school year.

It is important to note that the 81.2% adjusted assessed valuation per pupil changes each year and in the

2015-16 school year declined as a result of gas and oil.

This computer printout funds the local option budget law prior to the 2014-15 school year and also
provides a hold harmless clause to ensure that no school district would lose money.

Below we have provided a brief explanation for funding LOB in FY 2016 and FY 2017.

Fiscal Year 2016

The LOB portion will require approximately $501,126,214. The amount of the appropriation in the block
grant is $450,500,000. In order to return to the law prior to 2014-15, it would require an additional

$50,626.214.

Fiscal Year 2017

Under the law prior to 2014-15, $466,990,748 would be required for LOB state aid. The 81.2 percentile
declined from 123,689 to 119,840 assessed valuation per pupil. The amount of the appropriation is
$429,375,668. In addition, there are potential changes in assessed valuation for the current year which
would affect 2017. We have allowed $1,000,000 for these potential changes. The total additional
requirement is estimated to be $38,615,080.
