In accordance with KSA 75-3715a, the following fiscal note concerning SB 392 is
respectfully submitted to your committee.

SB 392 would require, for any bill approved for introduction and sponsored by any standing
committee of either house of the Legislature, the committee chairperson to keep minutes of the
meetings that include the person or organization that requested the bill for introduction. In
addition, the bill would clarify that any person or organization could request the introduction of
legislation by any standing committee of either house of the Legislature.

Enactment of SB 392 would have no fiscal effect.
