National Day of the Cowboy; HB 2437

HB 2437 amends law concerning observance of the National Day of the Cowboy by
stating the fourth Saturday in July shall be designated as the National Day of the Cowboy.

Previous law required state officials to issue proclamations inviting people of the state to
observe the National Day of the Cowboy, directed the U.S. flag be displayed on all state
buildings, and authorized display of the National Day of the Cowboy flag on the grounds of the
State Capitol Building on the last Friday of July. The bill specifies such proclamations and flag
displays shall occur on the Friday immediately preceding the National Day of the Cowboy.
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
