You see, posting on Facebook means that people will see the listing based on an 
algorithm and many websites have several tabs that could result in the notice being 
hidden. 

Please keep the statute as it is and require these notices be published in newspapers. It’s 
the one place people have been looking for these notices for nearly 230 years.
