Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

New Section 1. (a) On and after January 1, 2022, any owner or lessee
of one or more passenger vehicles, trucks of a gross weight of 20,000
pounds or less or motorcycles, who is a resident of Kansas, and who
submits satisfactory proof to the director of vehicles, in accordance with
rules and regulations adopted by the secretary of revenue, that such person
is curren ervinge_in the United-States armyv—or_has separated_from the

United States army and was honorably discharged, upon compliance with
the provisions of this section, may be issued one distinctive license plate
for each such passenger vehicle, truck or motorcycle designating such
person as a current-member—or—veteran-of the United States army.

(b) Any person who is a current-member—orveteran- of the United

proof as the director shall require that the applicant is a eurrent-member-or
veteran QOf the United States army. Application for the registration of a

passenger vehicle, truck or motorcycle and i1ssuance of the license plate
under this section shall be made by the owner or lessee in a manner
prescribed by the director of vehicles upon forms furnished by the director.

any applicant for the distinctive license plate shall furnish the director with
proof as the director shall require that the applicant is a current-memberor-
veteran gf the United States marine corps. Application for the registration

of a passenger vehicle, truck or motorcycle and issuance of the license
plate under this section shall be made by the owner or lessee in a manner
prescribed by the director of vehicles upon forms furnished by the director.

(c) No registration or distinctive license plate issued under the
authority of this section shall be transferable to any other person.

(d) Renewals of registration under this section shall be made
annually, upon payment of the fee prescribed in subsection (a), in the
manner prescribed in K.S.A. 8-132(b), and amendments thereto.

proof as the director shall require that the applicant is a current-memberor-
veteran 0Of the United States coast guard. Application for the registration of
