Subject: HB 2456—Kansas kids lifetime combination hunting and fishing license

House Bill 2456 as amended by House Committee of the Whole would authorize the
secretary of wildlife and parks to issue a Kansas kids lifetime combination hunting and fishing
license to any child who is five years of age or younger and a resident of Kansas. The license
would cost a maximum of $300 until July 1, 2027, when the maximum cost would increase to
$400 upon approval from the Kansas wildlife and parks commission. HB 2456 would require the
secretary to annually report the number of such licenses issued. The provisions of the bill would
sunset on July 1, 2032.

HB 2456 would take effect upon publication in the statute book.
