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Chairperson Olson and members of the Senate Commerce Committee,

My name is Susan Wood and | thank you for this time today and for considering my testimony in
opposition of Senate Bill 213. | am here today as a concerned citizen. | am a lifelong Kansan
and an individual member of the Immunize Kansas Coalition (IKC) and currently serve as Past
Chair. The views expressed here are my own and not necessarily representative of IKC.

themselves and their families in workplaces which have been made safer through the
implementation of long-standing, effective public health strategies and prevented disease
outbreaks for generation.

e | oppose SB213, because it represents a governmental encroachment into Kansas
businesses and eliminates their ability to make meaningful decisions regarding public
health vaccination standards based on the services they provide and the people they serve.

Chairperson Olson and member of the Senate Commerce Committee,
e | oppose SB213 as unnecessary. As | read this bill, I was struck by its generalization and
the failure to address the downstream impact that will occur if this bill were to be passed.

This bill is an attempt to restrict businesses in their communities, without knowledge of the
employer, employees, or their customers. SB213 attempts to create fear of vaccine standards and
presumes that Kansas businesses have intention to implement new or different standards. There
IS no evidence to support this presumption. What is clear is that this proposed bill is written to
impact all vaccines, all employers, all employees and ultimately every community and every
Kansan.
