Pursuant to House Rule 4901, we are requesting censure procedures including consideration of
expulsion of Representative Aaron Coleman for his actions while serving as a Representative of
the 37th District. We believe that there is reasonable evidence of noncompliance with a previous
warning and admonishment from the House Select Investigating Committee that was issued
after a longstanding pattern of physically and emotionally abusive harassment, violence,
bullying, and stalking was documented.

Representative Coleman has been banned from the Kansas Department of Labor premises for
allegedly trying to access an area for employees and for “disruptive, intimidating, and berating”
behavior. Weeks later, he was arrested on domestic battery charges. Officers placed
Representative Aaron Coleman under arrest and stated in a signed affidavit that he was
extremely erratic, uncooperative, and refused to identify himself. He was arrested again on
November 27, 2021 for suspicion of Driving Under the Influence.

This behavior puts state employees, legislators, and visitors to the Capitol at risk and makes it
unsafe for him to serve in the Kansas House of Representatives.
