AN ACT concerning civil actions; relating to limitations on actions;
extending the time to file a claim for damages caused by childhood
sexual abuse; reviving claims against any party for such damages that
occurred on or after July 1, 1984; amending K.S.A. 2021 Supp. 60-523
and repealing the existing section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
