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SUPPLEMENTAL NOTE ON HOUSE BILL NO. 2540
As Recommended by House Committee on 

Veterans and Military

Brief*

HB  2540  would  require  the  Capitol  Preservation 
Committee to approve plans to place a permanent memorial 
honoring  Kansas  Gold  Star  families  on  the  Statehouse 
grounds.  [Note: “Gold Star  families”  are  families who have 
lost a family member in the line of military duty.]

The bill would authorize the Secretary of Administration 
to receive and expend moneys for the purpose of financing 
the creation and construction of the memorial and to remit all 
moneys received for such purpose to the State Treasurer. 

The bill would establish the Kansas Gold Star Families 
Memorial  Fund and would authorize the State Treasurer to 
deposit  funds  received  for  the  purpose  of  financing  the 
creation  and  construction  of  the  memorial  in  the  State 
Treasury  to  the  credit  of  the  Fund.  Expenditures  from the 
Fund would be authorized for the creation and construction of 
the memorial and for other purposes as may be required by 
the grantor or donor.

The bill would prohibit the expenditure of public funds for 
the creation or construction of the memorial.

The  bill  would  be  in  effect  upon  publication  in  the 
Kansas Register.
