Agency Estimate

The agency estimates total expenditures of $7.9 million, including $4.3 million SGF, in FY 
2022. The revised estimate is an all funds increase $879,487, or 12.5 percent, and an SGF 
decrease of $6,497, or 0.2 percent, from the FY 2022 approved amount. 

The revised estimate includes capital improvement expenditures of $1.1 million, including 
$450,000 SGF. The revised estimate is an all  funds increase of  $457,500,  or  76.3 percent, 
above the FY 2022 approved amount. The SGF amount is the same as the SGF amount in the 
approved budget. The all funds increase is due to increased private gifts and grants made to the 
agency for its capital improvement projects, including $450,000 for repairs and replacement of 
concrete walkways outside the Kansas Museum of History and replacement of the lobby floor.

The revised estimate also includes 85.5 FTE positions, which is the same as the FY 2022 
approved number.
