. Single Day Voting

. No Electronic Voting Machines, including Electronic Tabulators and Electronic Poll Books

. Mail-In Ballots Limited to Disabled and Military, Must Be Notarized and Received by Close
of Polls.

. Enforcement Mechanism For Violating or Neglecting Laws

. Voter Rolls Should be Updated Regularly (at least every two years)
